OVERVIEW

Brazil is a continental country: one of the largest in the world. Trucks
hauling cargo on roads is the most common method of transportation
nowadays in Brazil. This characteristic has placed the Brazilian market of
commercial vehicles among the five most representative ones on the
planet. And it is on this market that Randon operates and provides its
transport solutions.

The current agricultural crops in Brazil, being referred to as the best ever in
its history, investments in civil construction and infrastructure, and
household consumption growth have also created additional demand in
transport-related investments. Incentives linked to funding and tax-
exemption have contributed to the return of confidence in the business
sector.

This good performance in the segment of commercial vehicles, in the
current year, has also stimulated growth in Randon business. Good
volumes, good utilization of production capacity, reduced costs and higher
dilution of fixed costs have contributed to the recovery of profitability.

However, we are working with the assumption of stabilization in the pace of
activity in the coming months of the year. The domestic economy,
contracted by demand and inflation containment measures, is showing
signs of weakened growth. Recent increases in interest rates are signaling
contraction in the level of investment.

Despite a more moderate scenario of growth, but still with good production
and volume levels, backed by high levels in order book, the Company
expects to sustain profitability, driven by higher productivity and improved
manufacturing processes.

After all, as we have already experienced scenarios like this, we can always
turn challenges into opportunities.

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Randon S.A. Implementos e Participa¢des reached, in 2Q13, a consolidated net
income of RS 68.9 million against a loss of RS 4.7 million in the same period in
2012. The company achieved consolidated net revenues of RS 1.1 billion in the
quarter, 19.8% up from that achieved in the same quarter of 2012. Total gross
revenues, including intercompany sales, totaled RS 1.7 billion in the second
quarter of 2013, a 22.2% increase when compared to that reached in the same
period of 2012. Consolidated EBITDA reached RS 151.0 million in the second
quarter of 2013 and EBITDA margin was 14.3%, a growth rate of 6.8 percentage
points in relation to the second quarter of 2012.

OPERATING PERFORMANCE

Total Gross Revenue

Total gross revenue with taxes and before consolidation reached RS 1.7 billion
in 2Q13, 22.2% higher than that in the same period last year (RS 1.4 billion).
Compared with the first half of 2013, gross revenues went up by 27.5% in
relation to the same period in 2012, totaling RS 3.2 billion.

Consolidated Net Revenue

In 2Q13, consolidated net revenues totaled RS 1.1 billion, 19.8% up from that
reached in the same quarter of 2012.

In 1H13, net revenue reached RS 2.0 billion, accounting for an increase of 25.7%
over RS 1.6 billion in 1H2012.

The Company ended the 1H13 with a domestic market share of 29.0% (represented
by 9,273 units), which is 0.9 percentage points lower when compared to the same
period in 2012 (7,590 units). The market share was 29.4% in 2Q13 (5,075 units),
compared to 30.8% in 2Q12 (4,102 units).

The difference between the units billed and those reported in the composition of the
market share refers to units sold to foreign markets or those that have not their
license plates registered in the domestic market.

Another positive point is on the prior communication for the year of the PSI Finame
Line, as indicated below.

Rail Wagons

No railway wagons were produced in 2T13. The volume of investments in this
segment suffers from the weak economic performance and decline in the export of
commodities.

New purchase orders are expected for the remainder of the year. However, at the
end of 1Q13, the production line of rail wagons had already been adjusted for the
manufacturing of road equipment.

Specialty Vehicles

The performance of this segment is explained by federal public investments
channeled to the acquisition of backhoe loaders to be used in State and municipal
worksites, as reported on 4Q12.

Auto Parts

In line with the growth of 52.5% in the production of trucks and 22.1% in towed
vehicles, the auto parts Division continued to grow as well. The lines designed to
especially supply the demand for brand-new commercial vehicles, which includes
brakes, coupling systems, suspension and undercarriage systems, grew by 39.8%,
31.5% and 40.5%, respectively, in the 1HS13.

This improvement comes contrary to the most pessimistic views on the auto parts
industry for commercial vehicles in Brazil and creates a favorable environment for
reaching breakeven in demand, inventory and sales.

The Company believes that this good performance in the Auto Parts segment in
1H13 is sustainable even within a more stable scenario in the production of
commercial vehicles throughout the year.

We reinforce that Fras-le, our controlled company specializing in the manufacturing
of friction materials, was less affected by the engine transition from Euro Ill to Euro
V in 2012, reason for which variation is less significant when comparing the volumes
produced in 1H13 and 1H12.

EXPORTS

Consolidated sales overseas in 2Q13 totaled USS 62.2 million, a drop of 12.6% when
compared to the same quarter in 2012. Exports of Randon Companies accounted for
11.8% of consolidated net revenue in 2Q13 against 14.5% in the same period in
2012.

In our overseas units, total gross revenue, without eliminating inter-company sales,
reached, in 1H13, USS 57.8 million.

The devaluation of the Real favors exports and increases competitiveness among
companies. This exchange environment improves the outlook for growth in exports
for the next quarters.

In 1Q2013, the cost of goods sold amounted to 74.9% of the consolidated net
revenue (RS 793.7 million), a drop of 4.6 percentage points over the RS 703.1 million
for the same period in 2012 (79.5% of consolidated net revenue). In the six-month
period, the value amounted to RS 1.5 billion, 75.9% of net revenues of the period
and a variation of minus 2.9 percentage points over the same period in 2012.

We believe that the distribution of CPV in this 2H13 highlights the Company's effort
in returning to historical levels with regard to each one of the items concerning their
share in relation to net income.

OPERATING EXPENSES

Operating expenses (administrative, commercial and other operating expenses) in 2Q13
totaled RS 144.1 million, about the same value as in the first quarter of 2012, which
demonstrates the commitment of the Company in controlling expenses and improving
results. These expenses accounted for 13.6% of consolidated net revenue in 2Q13,
against 16.3% in 2Q12. If compared with the first half of 2012, variation was 2.7
percentage points lower than in the previous period.

Other Operating Expenses/Income

The value of other operating revenues in 2Q13 totaled RS 2.9 million (0.3% over
consolidated net revenue) against RS 5.6 million in the same quarter of 2012. In
1H13, this income amounted to RS 8.0 million against RS 8.3 million in 1H12. This
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figure refers to income from rents, settlement of lawsuits, reversal of provisions and
interest from coop-payment plans.

The other operating expenses totaled RS 18.0 million (1.7% over consolidated net
revenue of 2Q13), against RS 11.4 million in the second quarter of 2012 (1.3% over
consolidated net revenue). In 1H13, this value was RS 27.2 million, 1.3% over
consolidated net revenue). The increase in these expenses, in 2Q13, is due mainly to
the profit sharing program, which varies according to income and results, and to
provision for indemnifications. The other expenses consist of fines, provision for
contingencies, fees and other provisions that did not have a significant increase.

EBITDA/ EBITDA MARGIN

GROSS CASH GENERATION

EBITDA in 2Q13 went up by 129.3% compared to that achieved in the same quarter
of 2012, reaching RS 151.0 million (14.3% of consolidated net revenue) compared to
RS 65.9 million for the same quarter in 2012, or 7.5% over the consolidated net
revenue.

EBIT totaled RS 121.3 million in 2Q13 (11.4% of consolidated net revenue),
an increase of 229.6% compared with 2Q12, which was RS 36.8 million
(4.2% of the consolidated net revenue).

FINANCIAL INCOME

Net financial income in the second quarter of 2013 was RS 2.4 million in
the negative (RS 31.9 million in the negative in the same period in 2012).

In 1H13, net financial result reached RS 8.5 million in the negative, a drop
of 64.2% as compared to 1H12 (RS 24.0 million in the negative). Part of
this recovery is due to exchange restraints used in 2Q13 as a financial
protection measure linked to the acquisition of remaining portions of our
controlled company Suspensys.

INCOME TAX AND SOCIAL CONTRIBUTION

Income Tax and Social Contribution totaled RS 25.4 million in the second
quarter of 2013 (RS 5.2 million in the same period of 2012), for profit
before income tax of RS 118.9 million (RS 4.9 million in the same period in
2012).

NET INCOME

Net income in 2Q13 reached RS 68.9 million (RS 0.29 per share) before a
loss of RS 4.7 million in the same quarter of 2012 (RS$S-0.02 per share). The
percentage of consolidated net margin was 6.5% in this quarter of 2013
against 0.5% negative in the same quarter of 2012.

INDEBTEDNESS

Consolidated net financial debt (gross debt less cash) amounted to RS
790.3 million at the end of 1H13, which is equivalent to a multiple of 1.88
times the EBITDA of the last 12 months. In the same period last year, this
value was RS 718.9 million (1.94 times the EBITDA of the last twelve
